Level Up request (example: regular to honors)- A parent/guardian must contact the appropriate High School Department Chair
by February 26th. Counselors will not be able to make a change without Department Chair approval.

Level Down request (example: honors to regular)- Select the lower level class through StudentVue and inform your counselor
that you wish to level down. Counselor will make the appropriate change.

Step 5: Verify (May 18th - May 29th)

GUARANTEED and will be processed on A SPACE AVAILABLE BASIS OVER THE SUMMER.

» Schedules will be viewable through Home Access in mid-August.
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
